AN ACT PROVIDING FOR COMPENSATION AND AUTOMATIC
SALARY INCREASES FOR PUBLIC SCHOOL OFFICIALS,
TEACHERS, AND OTHER SCHOOL PERSONNEL OF THE

GOVERNMENT OF THE PHILIPPINES.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the Philippines in
Congress assembled:

SECTION 1. This Act may be cited as the "Public School Salary Act of 1953."

SEC. 2. The provisions of law and especially of sections three and four of
Commonwealth Act Numbered Four hundred and two and the interpretations thereof
by the Salary Board and other competent authority to the contrary notwithstanding,
the minimum and maximum rates of annual compensation of national, provincial,
and city positions in the educational service of the Government of the Philippines as
hereby classified shall be as follows: Provided, however, That in places where the
cost of living is way in excess of the accepted average for the entire country, the
national, provincial or municipal or city officials concerned may grant an additional
compensation in addition to these herein being provided equivalent to the scale
differential of one grade.
