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[ EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 304, February 17, 1950 ]

CALLING UPON ALL INHABITANTS OF THE PHILIPPINES AND
MOBILIZING ALL GOVERNMENT AGENCIES AND

INSTRUMENTALITIES FOR THE INTENSIFICATION OF THE
NATIONAL FOOD PRODUCTION CAMPAIGN.

WHEREAS, it has become imperative to take immediate steps to increase the local
production of foodstuffs to fill the shortage created by limited importation thereof, to
check their rise in price, and to reduce dollar expenditures for the import of such
foodstuffs as may very well be grown in our country;




NOW, THEREFORE, I, Elpidio Quirino, President of the Philippines, by virtue of the
powers vested in me by law, do hereby order:




SECTION 1. A nation-wide campaign for the production of foodstuffs suited to local
conditions shall be further intensified under the direction of the Secretary of
Agriculture and Natural Resources, who is hereby designated as the General
Manager of the national food production campaign.




SEC. 2. To carry this Order into effect, the Secretary of Agriculture and Natural
Resources is hereby empowered to promulgate such rules and regulations as may
be necessary to insure the success of the campaign.




SEC. 3. The Secretary of Agriculture and Natural Resources is hereby authorized to
call upon such entities and instrumentalities of the Government as may be needed
to give the necessary cooperation for the successful prosecution of the campaign.




SEC. 4. There are hereby created in each province, city and municipality, local
committees to supervise the campaign, composed as follows:
