BIRTH ANNIVERSARY AND DIRECTING THE NATIONAL
HISTORICAL COMMISSION OF THE PHILIPPINES TO LEAD THE

IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PROGRAM OF ACTIVITIES

WHEREAS, 16 November 2015 marks the 125 th birth anniversary of President
Elpidio Quirino, the Philippine President from 15 April 1948 to 30 December 1953;

WHEREAS, the 6th President of the Republic, President Quirino, exemplified the
statesmanship befitting the highest position in the land;

WHEREAS, President Quirino, born on 16 November 1890 in Vigan, Ilocos Sur,
