DECLARING THE PERIOD FROM MARCH 21 TO 27, 1955, AS
GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEES WEEK

WHEREAS, the employees constituting the backbone
of the governmental machinery
are fully dedicated to the public service; and

WHEREAS, it is fitting and proper that the people
take cognizance of the invaluable
services rendered by these public servants,
 and of their loyalty and devotion to
duty;

employees in grateful
 appreciation of the services rendered by them. The Week
should likewise be
devoted to the attainment of maximum service efficiency and the
