
[ Act No. 432, July 22, 1902 ]

AN ACT REMOVING THE POLITICAL DISABILITIES OF PEDRO
PASTOR AND AUTHORIZING PAYMENT FOR THE SERVICE

HERETOFORE RENDERED BY HIM AS CLERK OF THE COURT OF
FIRST INSTANCE IN THE PROVINCE OF BATANGAS.

By authority of the United States, be it enacted by the Philippine Commission, that:



SECTION 1. The political disabilities of Pedro Pastor, of the municipality of Batangas,
are hereby removed, and he is authorized to take the civil-service examination
without taking the oath, prescribed in the application for a civil-service examination,
and he is hereby made eligible for appointment to civil office upon passing the civil-
service examination and upon taking the oath of office, notwithstanding his prior
disqualification.




SEC. 2. The disbursing officer of the Bureau of Justice is hereby authorized to pay to
said Pedro Pastor the salary pertaining to the office of the clerk of the Court of First
Instance for the Province of Batangas during the time in which he has been
performing the duties of that office, notwithstanding the fact that he was not eligible
for appointment at the time he commenced performing such service.




SEC. 3. The public good requiring the speedy enactment of this bill, the passage of
the same is hereby expedited in accordance with section two of "An Act prescribing
the order of procedure by the Commission in the enactment of laws," passed
September twenty-sixth, nineteen hundred.

SEC. 4. This Act shall take effect on its passage.
