Fangay in the Colony and Protectorate of Sierra Leone. sty

[24TH MAY, 1905.]

1. This Ordinance may be cited as the Fangay Ordinance, Short title
and shall apply to the Colony and Protectorate.

2. In this Ordinance— Interpreta-
tion.

“ person practising fangay ’ means any person who uses
or pretends to use any occult means or pretends to possess
any supernatural power or knowledge or is in possession of
any instrument of fangay and who acts in any of the ways
aforesaid, with intent to effect any fraudulent or unlawful
purpose, or for gain or for the purpose of frightening any
person;

“ instrument of fangay ” means anything used or intended
to be used by a person for any of the purposes aforesaid and
pretended by such person to be possessed of any occult or
supernatural power.

3. Every person practising fangay shall be liable on conviction Punishment.
to a fine not exceeding fifty pounds or to imprisonment, with
or without hard labour, for a period not exceeding twelve
months.
