In exercise of the powers conferred by section 23(1) of the Public Entertainments Act,
the Minister for Home Affairs makes the following Rules:
Citation and commencement

1. These Rules are the Public Entertainments (Public Entertainment Appeal Board)
Rules 2017 and come into operation on 1 August 2017.
Definitions

2. In these Rules, unless the context otherwise requires —

“chairperson” means the chairperson of the Public Entertainment Appeal Board
appointed under section 16AA(1) of the Act;

“member” means a member of the Public Entertainment Appeal Board appointed
under section 16AA(1) of the Act;

“secretary” means the secretary to the Public Entertainment Appeal Board
appointed under section 16AA(3) of the Act;

“vice-chairperson” means the vice-chairperson of the Public Entertainment Appeal
Board appointed under section 16AA(1) of the Act.
Prescribed classes of specified establishments

3. For the purpose of paragraph (a)(i)(A) of the definition of “appeal authority” in
section 16 of the Act, the prescribed classes of specified establishments are set out in the
Schedule.

Term of office of member

4. A member holds office for a term of not more than 3 years and is eligible for
re-appointment.

Revocation of appointment of member

5. The Minister may, at any time, revoke the appointment of a member without giving
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
