An Act to amend certain Statutes of the Republic of Singapore.

Be it enacted by the President with the advice and consent of the Parliament of
Singapore, as follows: —

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1. This Act may be cited as the Statutes of the Republic of Singapore (Miscellaneous

Amendments) Act, 1981.

“(a) any person who holds a degree, diploma or
licence in dentistry granted by the King Edward
VII College of Medicine, Singapore, the
University of Malaya in Singapore, the
University of Singapore or the National
University of Singapore;”.
