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In exercise of the powers conferred by section 143(1) of the Customs Act, the
Minister for Finance hereby makes the following Regulations:

Citation and commencement

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Customs (Amendment) Regulations 2008
and shall come into operation on 4th April 2008.
Amendment of regulation 2

2. Regulation 2 of the Customs Regulations (Rg 2) is amended by deleting the words
“section 50, 51, 63 or 66” in the definition of “licensed premises” and substituting the
words “section 51, 63, 66 or 83”.

Deletion of Parts IV and V

3. Parts IV and V of the Customs Regulations are deleted.

Deletion and substitution of regulation 63

4. Regulation 63 of the Customs Regulations is deleted and the following regulation
substituted therefor:

“Applications for licences

63. For the purpose of section 63 of the Act, every application for a licence to
manufacture any dutiable goods shall be made in writing to the Director-General
specifying —

(a) the name, identity card number and address of the applicant;

(b) the name of the street or exact locality and number of the premises, or
the lot number of the ground upon which it is intended to build the
premises, where it is desired to carry on the manufacture;

(¢) the nature of the goods to be produced, the output proposed and
whether for local consumption or for export or both; and

(d) the security offered for the due payment of all duties and fees and for
the proper conduct of the business.”.

Deletion of regulation 68

5. Regulation 68 of the Customs Regulations is deleted.
