LEGAL PROFESSION (LIMITED LIABILITY LAW PARTNERSHIP) RULES 2006

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 81ZB of the Legal Profession Act, the 
Minister for Law, after consulting the Council of the Law Society of Singapore, hereby 
makes the following Rules:
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Citation and commencement

1.  These Rules may be cited as the Legal Profession (Limited Liability Law 
Partnership) Rules 2006 and shall come into operation on 1st January 2007.

Application for approval as limited liability law partnership

2.—(1)  An application under section 81Q of the Act for approval of a limited liability 
partnership or proposed limited liability partnership as a limited liability law partnership 
and of the name or proposed name of the limited liability law partnership shall be made 
in such form as may be determined by the Council and shall be accompanied by —

(a) such documents, particulars and information as the Council may require; 
and

(b) an application fee of $1,000.

(2)  The Council may, in the interests of the legal profession or the public, reject an 
application made under paragraph (1).

Appeal to High Court

3.  An appeal to the High Court under section 81X of the Act against a decision of the 
Council shall be made by way of originating summons in Form 4 of Appendix A to the 
Rules of Court (Cap. 322, R 5).

Primary business

4.  The primary business of a limited liability law partnership shall be the supply of 
legal services.

Partners 

5.  Every partner of a limited liability law partnership shall be an advocate and 
solicitor who has in force a practising certificate.

Notification of transfer of business

6.—(1)  Every limited liability law partnership to which the business of a law firm or 
law corporation has been transferred shall, within 7 days of the transfer, give notice in 
writing to every client of the law firm or law corporation of the transfer and that with 
effect from the date of the transfer —

(a) the limited liability law partnership shall replace the law firm or law 
corporation as the provider of legal services to the client;

(b) the possession of any documents held by the law firm or law corporation
