CUSTOMS (PERMITS TO REMOVE GOODS) ORDER 2003

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 34(2) of the Customs Act, the Minister
for Finance hereby makes the following Order:

Citation and commencement

1. This Order may be cited as the Customs (Permits to Remove Goods) Order 2003
and shall come into operation on 1st April 2003.

No permit shall be required

2. For the purposes of section 34(2) of the Act, no permit shall be required for the
removal of goods if the goods are —

(a) dutiable goods (other than intoxicating liquors or tobacco) the duty on
which does not exceed $300;

(b) intoxicating liquors of any type and of an amount not exceeding 10 litres in
total;

(c¢) tobacco of any type and of an amount not exceeding 0.4 kilogrammes in

total; and
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
