Dear Mr Secretary-General,

I have the honour to refer to the discussions between the Ministry and
NATO Airborne Early Waming and Control Programme Management
Agency (NAPMA) regarding employment opportunities of members of
the families forming part of the household of the officials of NAPMA.

In view of these discussions I have the honour to propose the follow-
ing provisions:
Article 1
Members of the family forming part of the houschold of all catego-
ries of officials in the service of NAPMA shall be authorised to engage

in gainful employment in the Netherlands for the duration of the term
of office of the officials concerned.
