PROTOCOL

on consultations between
the Government of the Republic of South Africa
and
the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan

(hereinafter referred to as "the Parties"), and acting
through their respective Ministries of Foreign Affairs,

- wishing to develop equal relations between the two
countries and its ©peoples in accordance with the
principles of respect for sovereignty and of
non-interference into internal affairs,

- considering it useful to conduct consultations and an
exchange of opinions at various levels on problems of
bilateral relations and international problems of
mutual interest between the Ministries of Foreign
Affairs of both countries,

- have agreed on the following:
Article 1

The Parties will conduct consultations on a reqular basis at
the level of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, Deputy Ministers
of Foreign Affairs and other levels, on international and
bilateral issues of mutual concern.

Article 2

The subject for consultations, exchange of opinions and
information will be the following issues:

- the extension and broadening of bilateral cooperation
in political, economic, scientific and technological,
cultural, humanitarian and other spheres;

- expediency of agreements and other documents on
interaction between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the
Republic of South Africa in various spheres;

- global problems and development of international
relations;
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- cooperation within the frameworks of international
agencies and forums;

- other-issues of mutual interest.

Article 3

The Parties will cooperate and conduct consultations aimed
at coordinating their positions within the framework of
international and regional agencies and forums.

Article 4

The Parties will promote relations and cooperation between
their Missions to third countries.

Article 5

The Parties will determine the level, date, place, and
conditions of consultations by mutual consent.

The Meetings between Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the
Parties or between their authorized persons will Dbe
conducted when necessary in alternative capitals of both
countries.

Article 6

The present Protocol will be amended by mutual consent of
the Parties.

Article 7

The present Protocol will enter into force on the day of its
signing and will stay valid for a period of five years. 1Its
effectiveness will be automatically validated for successive
five-year terms if none of the Parties notifies in writing
the other Party of its intention to terminate the present
Protocol six months in advance.
