WORKING PROTOCOL BETWEEN THE MINISTRY OF HEALTH OF THE
REPUBLIC OF TURKEY AND THE MINISTRY OF HEALTH OF THE SYRIAN
ARAB REPUBLIC ON DEVELOPING HEALTH STRATEGIC PLANS AND
STRENGTHENING HEALTH SYSTEMS

In accordance with the decisions of the High Level Strategic Cooperation Council
between the Republic of Turkey and the Syrian Arab Republic and the Agreement between
the Government of the Republic of Turkey and the Government of the Syrian Arab Republic
on Cooperation in the Field of Health, signed in Ankara on 29 July 2003, the Ministry of
Health of the Republic of Turkey and the Ministry of Health of the Syrian Arab Republic
(hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”) with a view to enhancing the cooperation between
the two countries, have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1

The Parties shall cooperate with a view to developing health strategic plans and to
strengthening their health systems.

ARTICLE 2

To this end, authorjties from the Syrian Party shall visit Turkey to conduct on-site
studies in the following fields. Authorities from the Ministry of Health of the Republic of
Turkey will also wvisit Syria to conduct studies in the below mentioned fields when
necessary.

- Evaluation of the health system

- Performance based payment

- Health related market surveillance

- Public private partnership

- Laboratory standards

- Core Resource Management System

- Material Resources Management System
- Technologic Consultancy Centre

- Health emergency systems

- Patient safety

- Patients rights
