Excellency,  
I have the honour to refer to General Assembly Decision No. 50/438 of 

20 December 1995 concerning institutional arrangements of the United Nations Popula-
tion Fund (UNFPA), in which reference is made to the agreement between the United Na-
tions Development Programme and the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA) con-
cerning the designation of Fund Country Directors as Fund representatives. This im-
portant General Assembly decision is the natural consequence of developments in the 
United Nations operational activities system, and particularly the United Nations resident 
coordinator  system, in the successive stages following the memorable International Con-
ference on Population and Development (ICPD).  

The UNFPA representatives, hitherto known as UNFPA Country Directors, will act 
as full members of the United Nations resident coordinator system, thus further enhancing 
the latter’s coherence, in accordance with the relevant General Assembly resolutions on 
operational activities and, in particular, resolutions 47/199 and 50/120. This improvement 
in the institutional arrangements of UNFPA, enhancing the authority, efficiency and visi-
bility of UNFPA at country level, will be particularly important with regard to coopera-
tion and the complementary nature of the activities of the United Nations organizations 
and bodies supporting the measures taken by your Government in implementation of its 
population programme and the recommendations in the ICPD Programme of Action.  

I therefore have the honour to appoint Ms. Mirtha Carrera-Halim (previously 
UNFPA Country Director) as UNFPA Representative in the Republic of Honduras. As 
UNFPA Representative, Ms. Mirtha Carrera-Halim will have general responsibility for 
the Fund’s operational activities in the Republic of Honduras. She will be required to 
report to me on the performance of her duties, which will be discharged in conformity 
with the priorities established by the competent authorities of your country.  

In accordance with the intentions of the General Assembly, I have the honour to 
request your Government to take the steps necessary to ensure that Ms. Mirtha Carrera-
Halim enjoys the cooperation of the competent authorities of the Republic of Honduras in 
the performance of her duties. I am confident that this appointment will help to strengthen 
cooperation between your Government and the United Nations Population Fund in 
Honduras.  

Hitherto, UNFPA has adhered to the Basic Agreement concerning assistance by the 
United Nations Development Programme to the Republic of Honduras. In view of the 
new institutional arrangements, and in accordance with General Assembly Deci-
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
