FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE KINGDOM OF SPAIN AND THE 
INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATION FOR MIGRATION 

Preamble 
 

The Kingdom of Spain and the International Organization for Migration, hereinafter referred 
to as “the Parties”, 

Taking into account their mutual interest in strengthening international cooperation to achieve 
an orderly and humane management of migration, confront the challenge of irregular migration and 
support the synergies between migration and economic, social and cultural development, 

Convinced of the importance of establishing mechanisms which contribute to eradicating hu-
man trafficking, 

Conscious of the need to guarantee full respect for the migrant’s human rights and dignity, and 
Taking into account the mutual advantages which both Parties shall derive from cooperating to 

this end, 
Have agreed to conclude the following Framework Agreement: 

Article I. Aim of the Framework Agreement 

1. This Framework Agreement aims to promote relations between Spain and the Internation-
al Organization for Migration (IOM), with a view to maintaining continuous collaboration in im-
plementing cooperation programmes, projects and activities. 

2. The Parties undertake to consider, draw up and implement, by mutual agreement, pro-
grammes and activities with a view to cooperating in the orderly and humane management of mi-
gration, in accordance with the conditions of this Framework Agreement. 

3. The Parties may, when they deem it necessary, conclude supplementary cooperation 
agreements on all subjects related to migration. 

4. This Framework Agreement refers to all programmes, projects and activities which IOM 
carries out with the financing provided by the Spanish Government as a whole (central, autono-
mous and local) in any of the fields mentioned in the preceding Preamble. 

Article II. Joint Commission 

1. Both Parties agree to establish a joint commission to support the implementation of this 
Framework Agreement. 

2. The Joint Commission shall comprise an equal number of members from each Party. The 
Commission shall be chaired alternately by the chairmen or chairwomen of the delegations of each 
Party. With regard to Spain, the corresponding delegation shall be chaired by the Secretary-
General for Consular Affairs and Migration, in close collaboration with the competent ministries 
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
