Excellency,

I have the honor to refer to the Mutual Defense Assistance Agreement
between Japan and the United States of America signed at Tokyo on March 8§,
1954 (hereinafter referred to as "the MDA Agreement"), which provides, inter
alia, that each Government will make available to the other such equipment,
materials, services, or other assistance as the Government furnishing such assist-
ance may authorize, in accordance with such detailed arrangements as may be
made between them.

The representatives of the Government of Japan and the Government of the
United States of America have recently held discussions for the purpose of con-
cluding such detailed arrangements as mentioned above concerning a program for
the cooperative research of Eyesafe Laser Radar (hereinafter referred to as "the
Program"). The following is the understanding of the Government of Japan
regarding the results of the above-mentioned discussions:

1. In accordance with the detailed implementing arrangements to be concluded
under paragraph 4, the Govemnment of Japan and the Government of the United
States of America will mutually provide information, equipment, and materials
which are necessary to implement the Program. Two Governments shall jointly
bear the cost necessary for the execution of the Program.

2. The Program will be undertaken with the participation of the industries of
Japan and the industries of the United States of America.
