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HAVING regard to Articles 40, 41 and 42 of Annex 1 to the Agreement on the Amendment of and
the Accession to the Central European Free Trade Agreement done in Bucharest on 19 December
2006 (hereinafter “CEFTA 2006"), establishing a Joint Committee composed of the representatives

of the CEFTA Parties;

CONSIDERING in particular Article 40.2 of Annex 1 to CEFTA 2006 according to which the
Joint Committee will be supported by a permanent secretariat, located in Brussels, and will decide
on the functions and administrative rules of the secretariat;

CONSIDERING Atticle 5 of Decision No 7/2007 of the Joint Committee of the Central European
Free Trade Agreement, adopted on September 28, 2007, on the legal status of the secretariat, and in
particular its paragraph 3 according to which the CEFTA Parties will negotiate and conclude a

“headquarters” or similar agreement with the host country;

WISHING to conclude such an agreement to determine the privileges and immunities necessary
for the functioning of the secretariat of the Central European Free Trade Agreement and for the
successful accomplishment of the mission of its staff,

HAVE AGREED as follows :
